MATTHEW CHAPTER 9
"LOVE HEALS ALL"

Jesus seeing their faith said to the sick of palsy, "Son be of good cheer, your sins are forgiven."  Certain of the Scribes said within themselves, "This man blasphemes."

You should know the Son of Love has power on Earth to forgive sin."  Then speaking to the sick of palsy Jesus said, "Arise, take your bed and go into your house."  The man arose and departed to his house.

     When the multitude saw it they marveled.  They glorified the Love that had given such power to Jesus.  As Jesus passed forth from there, he saw a man named Matthew, sitting at the receipt of customs.  Jesus said to Matthew, "Follow me."  Matthew arose and followed Jesus.  It happened, as Jesus sat at meat in the house, many Publicans and sinners came and sat with Jesus and his disciples.

     When the Pharisees beheld this they said to Jesus' disciples, "Why does your Master eat with publicans and sinners?"  When Jesus heard this, he said to the Pharisees "They that are whole do not need a physician, but they that are sick.  Go, you and learn what this means, 'I will have mercy and not sacrifice.' MATTHEW CHAPTER 10

"LOVE SENDS DISCIPLES"
     When Jesus had called to him his twelve disciples, he gave them power over and against hateful spirits, to calm the hate out, to heal all manner of sickness and all manner of disease.

     The names of the twelve Apostles are these, the first Simon, being called Peter and Andrew his brother James the son of Zebedee, John his brother, Philip and Bartholomew Thomas, Matthew the Publican, James the son of Alpaeus and Thadeus, Simon the Canaanite and Judas Iscariot, who betrays Jesus.

     These Twelve Jesus sent forth.  He commanded them saying, "Do not go into the Gentiles, or enter into any city of the Samaritans.  Go rather to the lost sheep of Israel."

     "As you go, say, 'The Kingdom of Love is at hand.'  Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, change hate in to Love.  As freely as you have received, give."

     "Provide neither gold, nor silver, nor brass in your purses, nor scrip for your journey, neither two coats, neither shoes, nor yet staves.  The workman is worthy of their meat.  Into whatever towns you enter, inquire who is worthy and there abide until you go on.  When you come into a house salute it.  If the house be worthy, let your peace come upon it; if it is not worthy, let your peace return to you. I say to you, it shall be more tolerable for the land of Sodom and Gamora in the Day of Judgment than for that city."

"I send you forth as Love in the midst of hate.  Be yourselves wise as serpents and harmless as doves."

     "Beware of many, for they will deliver you up to the councils and they will scourge you in their synagogues.  You will be brought before governors and kings for my sake, as a testimony against them and the Gentiles."

     "When they deliver you up, take no thought how or what you will speak.  It will be given you in the same hour what to speak.  It is not you that speaks, but the Spirit of Love speaking in you."

    "Brother shall deliver brother up to death and the father the child.  The children will rise up against their parents and cause them death."

     "You shall be hated of all for my name's sake, yet the ones that endure to the end shall be saved."

     "When they persecute you in this city, flee into another.  I say to you, you will not have gone over the cities of Israel until the Son of Love has come."

     "The disciple is not above his master, nor the servant above their lord.  It is enough for the disciple that they are as their master, the servant as his lord.  If they have called the Master of Love, the Lord of hate, how much more shall they call them of Love's household?"

     "Fear them not.  There is nothing covered that is not revealed or hidden, that will not be known.  I tell you in the midst of hate that you will speak from Love, what you hear in the ear, that you preach upon the housetops.  Fear not those who would kill the body; they are not able to kill the soul, but rather revere Love, which has the power to kill the body and the soul."


"Two sparrows sell for a farthing.  Not one of those sparrows shall fall on the ground without Love knowing it.  The very hairs of your head are numbered.  Therefore fear not. You are more valuable than many sparrows."

      "Whoever confesses me before the people, them I will confess also before the Love that is in heaven.  Whoever denies my Love before the people, them I will also deny before our Love that is in heaven."

     "Think not that Christ has come to bring peace on Earth.  I came not to bring peace, but a sword.  I have come to set a man at variance against his father, the daughter against her mother, the daughter-in-law with the mother-in-law.  One's adversaries become of their own household."

     "Those who love father more than Love are not worthy of Love.  Those who love son or daughter more than Love are not worthy of Love.  The ones who take not their cross and follow Love are not worthy of Love.  Those who find their life lose it.  They that lose their life for Love's sake shall find life."

     "Those who receive you, receive Love.  Those receiving Love, receive all sent by Love.  The ones who receive a prophet, in the name of a prophet, receive a prophet's reward.  All who receive a person in the name of Love, receive a loving person's reward."

     "Whomever shall give drink to even one of these little ones, a cup of cold water in the name of Love, I say to you they in no way shall lose their reward."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 11

"WHO IS ELIJAH"
     It happened when Jesus was through enlightening his disciples, he departed to teach and to preach in the cities of Galilee.

     Even in prison John the Baptist heard of Jesus' work and he sent two of his disciples to Jesus, saying, "Are you he that comes, or do we look for another?"  Jesus answered "Go and show John those things that you have heard and seen.      Then Jesus began to unbraid the cities wherein most of his mighty 
works were done, because they changed not.  "Woe to you, Chorazin!  Woe, to you Bethsaida!  For if the mighty works done in you had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have changed long ago in sackcloth and ashes.  I say to you, it will be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon at the Day of Judgment, than for you. MATTHEW CHAPTER 12

"JESUS ANGERS PHARISEES"

It was not lawful for him to eat, neither for them that were with David, but only for the priests.  Have you not read in the law how that on the Sabbath day the priests in the temple profane the Sabbath, yet are blameless?  I say to you that in this place is one greater than the temple."

     "If you will learn what this means, I will have mercy and not sacrifice and you will not condemn the guiltless.  For the Son of Love is lord of even of the Sabbath day."

     When Jesus departed from there, he went into their synagogue.  Behold, there sat a man having a withered hand.  They asked Jesus, saying, "It is lawful to heal on the Sabbath day?"  The Pharisees sought to accuse Jesus.

If hate casts out hate, hate is divided against itself.  How then shall hate's kingdom stand?  If I by Beelzebub cast out hate, by whom do your children cast out hate?  Therefore, your children are your judges.  If I cast out hate by the Spirit of Love, then the Kingdom of Love comes into you."

     "How can one enter into a strong man's house and spoil his goods, except you first bind the strong man?  Then hate will spoil his house."

     "Those who are not with Love are against Love.  Those that gather not with Love, scatter in hate."

     "I say to you all manner of blasphemy will be forgiven but blasphemy against the Spirit of Love cannot be forgiven.  Whoever speaks a word against the Son of Love, it is forgiven them, but those who speak against Love are not forgiven in this world or in the world to come."

     "Make a tree Love and the fruit will also be Love, or else make the tree hate and the fruit will be the same, for the tree is known by the fruit."  

     "Oh, generation of vipers, how can you be full of hate and speak good things?  For out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks.  A good person out of good treasure of the heart brings forth good things.  An evil person out of the evil treasures brings forth evil things."

     "I say to you every idle word one speaks is given account thereof in the Day of Judgment.  By your own words are you condemned!"

     Then certain of the Scribes of the Pharisees spoke to Jesus, "Master, we would see a sign for you."  Jesus answered them, "An evil and adulterous generation seeks after a sign.  There is no sign given to it but the sign of Jonas.  As Jonas lay three days and three nights in the whale's belly so the Son of Love will be three days and three nights in the heart of the Earth."
